Relations and Political Science, Vilnius University, is leading a three-
year Horizon Twinning project "Facing the Past. Public History for a 
Stronger Europe". The project aims to explore the theory and prac-
tice of engaging citizens in the co-production and communication 
of the past in the digital age.
